Open Awards Entry Level Award and Certificate in Creative Arts
(Entry 3) (RQF)

What do these qualifications cover?

To achieve these qualifications, you will have to complete the following:

For the Award you will need to gain 7 credits (70 hours of learning). For the
Certificate you will need to gain 13 credits (130 hours of learning).

For all qualifications you will have to complete:

e Group A — one mandatory unit in Exploring Opportunities in Creative Arts
e Group B — an optional units’ group in Creative Arts topics.

You will have to gain 1 credit from the mandatory group and can then choose the
remaining from the optional group. This group contains the following units:

e Art and design: using colour

e Craft skills

e Creating a print media product
e Creative media skills

e Developing painting and drawing skills
e Digital media

e Digital photography processing
e Making an art or craft product
e Producing 2-dimensional art

e Producing 3-dimensional art

e Taking photographs

You will be required to complete a portfolio of evidence to achieve these
gualifications.
