For the Award you will need to gain 6 credits (60 hours of learning). For the

For all qualifications you will have to complete:

e Group A — one mandatory unit in Exploring Opportunities in Construction and
Building Industries
e Group B — an optional units’ group in Construction topics.

You will have to gain 1 credit from the mandatory group and can then choose the
remaining from the optional group. This group contains the following units:

e Applying paint by brush

e Brickwork

e Building a tree curse half brick wall

e Health and safety in Construction Trades

e Introduction to carpentry and joinery

e Introduction to painting and decorating

e Producing a timber product

e Recognise and use hand tools and materials used in decorating

You will be required to complete a portfolio of evidence to achieve these
gualifications.
