Open Awards Entry Level Award and Certificate in Hair and Beauty
Skills (Entry 3) (RQF)

e Group B — optional units’ group in Hair and Beauty.

You will have to gain 1 credit from the mandatory group and can then choose the
remaining from the optional group.

e Shampoo and Conditioning

e Introduction to Manicure Treatment

e Understanding Health and Safety in the Salon
